The term “diaspora”™ has become a cructal term in the perspective of cultural and ethnic
studies in the modem Hterature. The etymological study of this term depicts that it has been derived
from Cieek language - dinespeirein = which gives a clear meaning by combining together it- dia
(means across or through) and speirein (means scatter)s means scatter across or through. Stephane
Dufoix considers this term in his book entitled Diasporas as an “inflated” word (Dufoix, 108) which
s frequently used for those dispersed people or group of people in around the world who belong to
same piece of land as well as identity, and share “fellow feelings” regarding compassion and
belongingness of their community. This term is firmly associated with “the movement of the Jewish
people away from their own country to live and work in other countries” (Homby, 418) with the
strong desire to tum up again in their country. Moreover, in its beginning. “the term was ornginally
used with a religious meaning until the 19508 (Dufoix, 17) but with the passing of time it had been
considered as an area of study for the scholars across the world to describe the historical dispersal of
thase people. such as Jews, Armentans, Africans etc, who had lost their native places due 10 severe
conditions of life. William Safran in his “Diaspora in Modern Socieries:  Mvyths of Homeland and
Return "shares his views abom diaspomsthe diasponc commumity includes several categories of
individuals (refugees, expatristes, alien residents, ethnic and rmcial minorities) living owside  their
homeland and sharing a senes of common features such ns history of dispersal, vision and memories
of the lost homeland, alienstion in the host land, yeaming for an eventual retum and collective
identity. William Safrun outlines the following charctenstics for members of the expatriale minoarity
community = the expellees, political refugees, plien residents Jimmigmants and ethnic and mcial
communities insisting that they must share the following characteristics:

I. They, ar their ancestors , have been dispersed from a specific original cemer

“to two or more peripheral’, or forcign . regions .

2. They retain a collective memory . vision. or myth about  their original
homeland - us physical location , history. and achievements.

3. They believe that they are not and perhaps cannot be fully accepted
by their host society and therefore feel partly abienated and insulated
from it

4. They regard their ancestral homeland as their true, ideal home and as the
place to  which they or their descendants would (or should) eventually retum
when conditions are appropriate.

5. They believe that they should . collectively . be committed to the
maintenance or restoration of their original homeland and to its safety and
prospenty.

6, They comtinue to relste personally or vicanously, to that homeland in one way
or another, and their ethno communal consciousness and solidanty are
importantly defined by the existence of such awlationship,
